UC CalFresh has a long withstanding partnership with Fresno Unified School District; this 
partnership makes promoting healthy eating habits and physical activity, at a critical time 
period in these students’ lives, possible. UC CalFresh supported Vang Pao Elementary 
during their school wide Jog-a-Thon event on November 10, 2016 by providing a MyPlate 
Obstacle Course. The Vang Pao Jog-a-Thon was a success where students raised 
$2,800 for their school! A MyPlate obstacle course is a great stand alone physical activity 
motivator or in Vang Pao’s case, a fun warm-up. Vang Pao students warmed up their 
muscles and hit the track with a bang! The obstacle featured 5 main stations named after 
our beloved food groups, of course. It also featured in-between activities to keep students 
moving as they transitioned from station to station.

Youth Engagement Increases Nutrition Knowledge in Elementary School Students!, UCCE Butte 
Cluster 
Childhood obesity continues to be a problem across the United States. In 2015 the Centers for Disease Control reported 
that obesity affects one in six children and adolescents in the United States. Multi-faceted interventions have been 
suggested as one method for addressing the challenge of childhood obesity. 
 

The Center for Nutrition in Schools (CNS) and the UC CalFresh Nutrition Education Program partnered with the Sierra 
Foothill 4-H Food Smart Families program to implement the Shaping Healthy Choices Program (SHCP) at after-school 
program sites in Sutter and Yuba Counties throughout the 2015-2016 school year. The Food Smart Families program 
targets families eligible for or receiving Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program Education or Women Infants and 
Children benefits, and teaches them how to plan, shop, and prepare healthy meals on a budget. 
 

The SHCP is a comprehensive, multicomponent, school-based intervention that was developed to improve children’s 
health. The Food Smart Families program utilized a youth engagement extender model to implement ten lessons from 
the SHCP curricula throughout the school year. Specifically, local 4-H teens were recruited and trained to assume 
leadership roles and facilitate the program using the “4-H Teens as Teachers” method. They led multiple after-school 
programs in the Marysville and Yuba City Unified School Districts. The SHCP learner-centered curricula includes both 
Discovering Healthy Choices, which is a garden-enhanced nutrition curriculum and Cooking up Healthy Choices, which 
highlights seasonal produce and allows students to experience cooking demonstrations using all five of their senses.  
 

This partnership between the CNS, UC CalFresh, and the 4-H Food Smart Families Program provided the opportunity 
for collaboration between the three programs, as well as the opportunity for teens to exercise leadership skills through 
youth-adult partnerships (YAP). 4-H Extension Educators led three YAP sessions for teen instructors where they learned 
how to work together in the classroom so students would benefit the most from this program. The teens also received 
two additional days of training that focused on curricula delivery, inquiry-based teaching methods, and classroom 
management techniques.  
 

After participating in ten lessons, 91% of students reported that they learned how to make healthy food choices, 87% of 
students indicated that they eat more fruits and vegetables, and 66% of students reported that they eat less junk food. 
The percentage of students that said they choose healthy snacks most days or every day also increased by 14%. Read 
full UC Delivers article.

Hydration stations installed at Tulare school, UCCE Tulare County 
The University of California Cooperative Extension of Tulare County and 
Tulare City School District announced Mulcahy Middle School will be installing 
hydration stations this fall. Mulcahy is recipient of the hydration station grant 
funded by Kaiser Permanente Thriving Schools Grant: Smarter Lunchrooms 
Movement Moving Forward.  
 

This grant was awarded to the UC CalFresh Nutrition Education Program to 
support efforts to implement smarter lunchrooms in schools throughout the 
state, and then awarded to Mulcahy. Smarter Lunchrooms Movement (SLM) is 
a movement created by Cornell University with the purpose to improve 
student’s eating behaviors, reduce the amount of food wasted and increase 
sales through low– to no-cost modifications in lunchrooms. The University of 
California Cooperative Extension (UCCE) of Tulare County provides resources 
and support in nutrition education and SLM in Supplemental Nutrition 
Assistance Program Education (SNAP-Ed) qualifying schools.  
 

The hydration stations complement the nutrition education and SLM initiative UC CalFresh staff is implementing. The 
UCCE of Tulare County provides education on a wide range of nutrition topics—one being hydration. Tulare City School 
District and UCCE will collaborate with Mulcahy to create signage to promote the hydration stations to help increase 
water consumption among students. Water is a crucial fluid everyone needs for the body to function properly. The body 
needs water to carry oxygen, strengthen the immune system, get rid of waste and for perspiration, among other reasons. 
As youth are always on the go, hydration stations will make it easy and convenient for students to meet the 
recommended water intake of eight cups of water per day. University of California Agriculture and Natural Resources 
thanks all their partners for supporting the efforts to grow healthy and hydrated youth.

Changes in Food-At-Home Spending by SNAP Participants After the Stimulus Act of 2009, USDA ERS 
Study 
The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) is the largest of USDA’s 15 food and nutrition assistance 
programs. In 2015, an average of 45.8 million Americans participated in the program each month, receiving a total of 
$69.7 billion of benefits to be spent in grocery stores, supermarkets, supercenters, and other food retailers authorized to 
accept SNAP benefits. In 2013, with the Nation still recovering from the economic crisis following the 2007-09 recession 
and the national unemployment rate at 7.4 percent and 14.5 percent of Americans living in poverty, 47.6 million people 
received SNAP benefits. A critical policy objective of SNAP is to increase the resources of low-income households for 
buying food. To achieve this objective, SNAP provides participating households monthly benefits through an EBT 
(electronic benefit transfer). Participants are only allowed to use SNAP benefits to purchase food bought at grocery 
stores, supermarkets, supercenters, and other food retailers—”food at home” for short. SNAP benefits are designed to 
supplement participants’ own food spending; SNAP households are expected to combine their own cash income with 
program benefits in order to purchase food. According to the ERS study, in the year prior to ARRA, the SNAP 
households that supplement their SNAP benefits with their own money spent an average of 19.2 percent of their total 
expenditures on food at home, or $581 per quarter. After ARRA (April-December 2009), those same SNAP households 
spent 20.6 percent of total expenditures on food at home, or $651 per quarter. Spending “more” on food can take the 
form of higher amounts of food, greater variety of foods, and/or costlier nonstaples. This increased spending implies that 
for every $1 of SNAP benefits, participants who combined their own income with SNAP to purchase food spent an 
additional 53 cents on food at home—a figure 40 to 50 cents higher than that found in previous studies estimating the 
MPS on food out of cash. Read full ERS Study. 
 

Program Access Index (PAI): Measuring CalFresh Utilization by County 
The Program Access Index (PAI) measures CalFresh utilization among low-income individuals who meet select 
CalFresh eligibility criteria. The PAI is one indicator of how well counties reach low-income individuals with CalFresh. 
Because CalFresh policies and practice vary among California counties, county-level measures that assess utilization 
and administrative performance are critical. The PAI is one such indicator. Advocates and administrators should look to 
establish the use of additional indicators assessing CalFresh.

Lost Dollars, Empty Plates: The Impact of CalFresh Utilization on State and Local Economies 
According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture, California ranks third to last among all states for participation in the 
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP — known as “CalFresh” in California). The low rate of participation 
harms state and local economies as well as low-income Californians. The Lost Dollars, Empty Plates analysis examines 
the impact that increased CalFresh participation would have on state, local, and household budgets. The report also 
describes recent efforts to improve CalFresh participation and identifies priority actions to further this work.

Smartphones, Tablets and Weight Gain in Teens 
Teens glued to their tablet, smartphone or computer for hours on end may be more likely to become obese, a new study 
suggests. Those who used screen devices for five or more hours daily were twice as likely to drink more sugary 
beverages and engage in too little physical activity, the researchers found. As a result, these teens showed a 43 percent 
increased risk of obesity compared with kids who don’t use smartphones or tablets at all. But the study did not prove that 
high use of these technologies caused obesity risk to rise. “Parents should be cautious with their kids in terms of how 
much they’re using these devices, especially if you see your child on them several hours a day,” said study lead author 
Erica Kenney. “It is something to keep an eye on and be concerned about, because it could be having an effect on their 
health.” Kids using a screen device for that amount of time is not that uncommon, Kenney, a research fellow with the 
Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health in Boston, and her co-author found. One of every five U.S. teenagers spends 
more than five hours a day on smartphones, tablets, computers and video games, the researchers discovered. By 
comparison, only 8 percent of kids watch more than five hours a day of TV. “We know kids are shifting their time away 
from TV and onto these other devices,” Kenney said. Previous studies have linked excessive TV viewing with increased 
consumption of sugary drinks, fast foods, sweets and salty snacks—all leading to a higher risk of obesity, the study 
authors said. This new study was published online Dec. 14 in The Journal of Pediatrics. Read full article.
