Incorporating Physical Activity into Nutrition Education Programming, UCCE Placer/Nevada Counties 
The UC CalFresh Nutrition Education Program in Placer/Nevada counties has been busy incorporating physical activity 
into their nutrition education programming:  

* Cirby Elementary: UC CalFresh was invited by the principal of Cirby 
Elementary to participate in Walk to School Day on October 5th. UC 
CalFresh’s Zumba certified UC CalFresh Community Education 
Specialist conducted a Zumba class from 7:45-8:15am in the school 
cafeteria. As students arrived at school, they went to the cafeteria for 
breakfast. After eating, they were encouraged to join in the Zumba 
dances. They were free to dance and leave as they chose. 
Approximately 35 students participated, and everyone had a great 
time! The principal and teachers were very appreciative of our efforts.

Walk to School Celebration in Butte County, UCCE Butte Cluster 
Students, staff and family members at Oakdale Heights Elementary in Oroville celebrated National 
Walk to School Day. The first Friday of each month is set aside as a Walk to School Day on 
campus. National Walk to School Week kicked off this annual event on October 7, 2016. Over 300 
youth and adults participated in the event which promotes community, physical activity, and 
supports the Safe Routes to School initiative. Students earn lap points for: walking or biking to 
school, bringing a family member to participate in the event, eating school breakfast, and walking 
the school track before school starts. The class with the most lap points wins the coveted “golden 
shoe” trophy to display in their classroom for the month. A trophy is awarded for the Kindergarten, 
1-3, and 4-6 class with the most points. The class with the most points, school-wide, this month had 
a total of 492 points. 100 of those points came from students that ate school breakfast. This 
monthly event is a collaboration between UC CalFresh, Butte County Public Health, and Butte County Public Works. The 
California Highway Patrol and El Medio Fire Department also support and attend the monthly event. This event is just 
one example of how important community partnerships are in creating sustainable programs.

USDA Celebrates Progress during National School Lunch Week and Farm to School Month 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) joins youth, parents, schools, communities, and partners across the country 
in honoring National School Lunch Week 2016, as proclaimed by President Obama, a time to reflect on the positive 
steps our nation has taken to make nutrition a priority in every U.S. school. This also coincides with the month-long 
celebration of Farm to School Month, which recognizes efforts to bring local foods into schools and onto students’ trays. 
“This is a time to reflect on the important role of the National School Lunch Program and Farm to School initiatives in 
improving the health of children across the country, as well as creating new opportunities for farmers and ranchers to 
provide schools with fresh, nutritious food,” said Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack. “USDA recognizes the dedicated 
school nutrition professionals who are committed to creating a healthy environment for all children, teaching them the 
importance of good nutrition, and helping them form the healthy habits they need to thrive in the classroom and beyond. 
We also celebrate the success of farm to school initiatives, which support local economies and are truly a win-win for 
America’s schools, farmers, producers, communities, and children. We will continue to work tirelessly until consistent 
access to nutritious food is a reality for every child in America.” the more than 50 million children who attend schools that 
participate in the National School Lunch and School Breakfast Programs are experiencing school environments that are 
healthier than ever. These students have access to balanced meals that reflect the latest nutrition science in the Dietary 
Guidelines for Americans as well as recommendations from pediatricians and National Academy of Medicine. The meals 
feature more fruits and vegetables, whole grains, lean protein, and low-fat milk. Many of these items can be locally-
sourced through farm to school programs.

NIFA Programs Key to Reducing U.S. Household Food Insecurity 
The National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) opened its doors on Oct. 1, 2009, created by the 2008 Farm Bill. 
NIFA begins its eighth year as USDA’s premier extramural agricultural science agency by examining its role in helping 
reduce hunger in the United States. As a nation, we are making great strides in combating food insecurity—the limited 
access to adequate food due to a lack of money and other resources. A recent household food security report issued by 
USDA’s Economic Research Service (ERS) shows the lowest figures on record for food insecurity among children. 
Funding and leadership from USDA’s National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) support many food and nutrition 
assistance programs that provide low-income households access to food, a healthful diet and nutrition education. Three 
such programs are the Food Insecurity Nutrition Incentive (FINI), Community Food Projects (CFP), and the Expanded 
Food and Nutrition Education Program (EFNEP). Food Insecurity Nutrition Incentive funding supports projects that 
increase Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) participant access to fruits and vegetables through 
incentive programs at the point of sale. Community Food Projects aim to crease access to food for low-income 
individuals. The Expanded Food and Nutrition Education Program helps more than half a million low-income families 
each year improve their diets and nutrition practices, stretch their food dollars farther, handle food more safely and 
increase their physical activity levels.
